The Spirit that brooded over the waters at creation (Genesis 1:2),

the Breath that brought to life the valley of dry bones (see above),

and the rushing, mighty Wind on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4)

are the same mysterious, creative, all-powerful Spirit of God.

Jesus came to immerse us in this Spirit.

This Spirit works around us,

through us,

in us, and

among us

as we trust in Christ.
